Registered Comments & Concerns:  Katie Reynolds was present to request repairing the drive area near the Farmer’s Market along with possible paving of the road.  Street Superintendent Luke Brown did have his team go in and fix the potholes.  

Administrative Reports:
DPW Report:  City Engineer Reynolds stated that he is working with WRTO to get permits in place to start the project. He stated it may come to fruition in the next couple of years.  Reynolds shared that the pool was filled with a minor issue and worked with Bob Biba to epoxy some of the pool and then order a new part which was $3,000.00.  Reynolds also updated attendees who will be at the Boat Landing Ribbon Cutting Ceremony.
Administrator’s Report:  City Administrator Smith communicated that the City is has been working with auditors on requests to finalize the audit.  Smith also communicated that the Boat Landing Ribbon Cutting Ceremony will be on 5/22/2024, at 2:00pm.  Smith further shared that the first Board of Review meeting will be held on Monday, June 3, 2024, at 4:00pm.  Smith also communicated that there will be a scheduled UDAG Committee as there have been applications submitted.  Smith also shared that she is working to get internet at the Pool for the season.
