GIS Mapping Presentation, Austin Coppernoll with SWWRPC:  Presentation was made by Austin Coppernoll with SWWRPC, to review the results of the GIS Mapping Project.

Business:
Administrative Reports:
DPW Report:  DPW/City Engineer Reynolds stated that borings were completed for the new bridge that would go out on Borden Road extended across the creek for the Wisconsin River Trail. Reynolds stated that they are on a fast track to get the land acquired so to be able to qualify for the DNRGrant in the amount of $640,000. Reynolds is confident they will meet the deadline as progress is being made for the land transfer. Reynolds stated the unknown is the construction of the railroad bridge which plans to start in 2026 and completion in 2027. Reynolds informed that he made a presentation in Madison, WI  for the League of Municipalities.  The objective was to present in front of legislatures to give them a flavor of what municipalities face across the different departments. Reynolds presented on the Parks and Recreation Program which he stated is a service provided to our community and the costs out weigh the revenues generated. Reynolds also communicated that the City is in need of some downtown trees.  Reynolds is thinking of 6 more trees and is working to obtain more mature trees so there is a better success rate. Reynolds further stated work is being done on the 2025 Street Maintenance Program. He will have it back for Council to review in about a month. Reynolds stated that he is putting together a request for a proposal to clean our reservoirs.  We have 3 reservoirs and every 10 years they will need to be taken out of service to clean.  Reynolds closed in stating we are still working to fulfill requests for auditors. 
Administrator’s Report:  City Administrator Smith communicated that there is work being done to fulfill audit requests. Smith stated the previous week had a lot of deadlines for the annual filings, W2’s, 1099’s, tax reporting and year-end items. Smith informed that she is in the process of finalizing the 2024 financials.  Smith shared that the auditors would make final adjustments if necessary. Smith updated that the Spring Primary Election will be on Tuesday, February 18, 2025, and it will be a small election so she will be going with less staff to work at the election. Smith closed that bids are being requested for the Hangar Project at the airport. Once bids are received, notification will go out to the tenants of the open Hangars to vacate in preparation for demolition.
Police Chief’s Report:  Chief Dregne updated he has 5 applicants for the open Police Officer position, one of which is certified.  Dregne informed they are working on some larger cases, one of which is a scam where a lot of money was sent out of state.  Dregne is working with the FBI and hoping for some arrests.  Dregne communicated that he ordered a bunch of literature from the FTC regarding scams and he will be working on public awareness programs to assist in spreading the knowledge around being scammed.  Dregne closed that education is the best thing he can do to remind residents.  
Library Director:  Director Miller provided report in packet.
