Administrative Reports:
DPW Report:  DPW/City Engineer Reynolds informed that the 2026 Streets Project received the Grant and Loan Funding for the Safe Drinking Water Application.  Response will not be received for the Clean Water Fund until end of January or early February 2026.  Reynolds requested from the Common Council that he and new DPW Hershel Marks are good to reach out to Delta 3 to start taking bids for the Street Project.  Reynolds feels that there is a good chance of obtaining additional funding through the Clean Water Fund.  Reynolds feels having the engineering bid ready will be most helpful.  Reynolds informed that the DNR is also looking for additional financial information from the City, as well as we may need to obtain a Construction Authority so Reynolds will reach out to Delta 3.  Reynolds also commented that he and Marks will be preparing for the upcoming audit.  Reynolds closed stating that the PSC Quarterly Reports for the substation will need to be submitted by end of January 2026 and he will work with Marks to complete.
City Administrator:  City Administrator Smith updated that she is researching the request for lights on the bridge and the Village of Muscoda did not have any record of who/how the lights came to be on their bridge.  Smith did reach out to Delta 3 and they provided a contact with the DOT.  Smith communicated that work is being done with the year-end process to closeout prior to doing the first payroll of the year.  W2 processing is also in place and Smith shared that they will be out mid-January.  Smith also committed to having year-end financials by end of January 2026.  
Chief of Police:  Chief Dregne provided an update that his officers are bidding for their new shifts in 2026.  Dregne also communicated that the new Police Officer Kyle Jorgenson, who works nights, will now work the Rover position.  Dregne also communicated that staff photos are updated on the website.  Dregne  informed there will be a new 5-G data tower with T-Mobile that will run high speed internet.  Dregne stated that he submitted a Body Armor Grant and also informed him he will be doing a Scam Seminar for the public which will be held at the Library on March 5th at 9:00am. Dregne closed in stating they have had 5 cases within the first 5 days of the year with 4 arrests.
