Administrative Reports:
DPW Report:  DPW Marks informed that the Street Department new truck is in and being outfitted.  The truck is scheduled to arrive in September 2026.  Superintendent Luke Brown will be going to check the truck to make certain all is complete.  Marks shared that 50 tons of salt was ordered which will fill up the shed.  Marks communicated that the Substation is 40-50% complete.  Marks further shared that the Electric Rate Increase has been approved and will go into effect on February 1, 2026.  Marks informed that he met with Delta 3 to regarding the 2026 Street Project and still waiting on the Clean Water Fund Grant/Loan request.  Marks will meet with Bart from Delta 3 and all the department heads to review the plan.  Bids will go out March 2nd and March 19th bids will be reviewed and then April 16th will be reviewed and approved by Common Council.  Marks shared there was a water leak on E. Oak St. and took 6-7 hours to repair. Marks also updated that there were calls out for frozen meters and he emphasized how residents need to ensure heat is on near meter.  Marks closed in stating the Street Department roof was replaced per the Capital Plan.  
City Administrator:  City Administrator Smith updated that she interacted with the DOT regarding placing lights on the Wisconsin River Bridge, the contact said he will investigate it, however, it is typically done at the time of build, so not sure of the process when completing on an existing structure.  Smith also shared that the City of Boscobel would be responsible for payment as only 1 permit will be issued.  It would be up to the City of Boscobel to arrange any partnership municipalities to share in the costs under separate agreements.  Smith further informed she is working on year-end processes and will target to have complete by January 31, 2026.  Smith closed in stating the auditors have opened the portal for document submission.
Chief of Police:  Chief Dregne updated that he is working on Capital Project items to get them to completion, replacement squad fully outfitted, which will take about 6 months to complete.  Dregne is also getting quotes for flooring and back door entry which will improve in safety and security for the PD.  Dregne also stated he is working on annual requirements for Crown Information Bureau.  Dregne also updated that Officer Massey, who is on light duty, is keeping busy doing office work and calling every local business to ensure we have updated information for emergency contacts.
